   For the longest time I thought “Prodigal” meant wayward, based on 
the story of the younger son.  But only recently did I learn that “Prodigal” 
actually meant reckless spending or  wasteful extravagance. And well yes, by 
the way that young man spent his inheritance, he would have been a prodigal 
son but it was only a short lived stunt.  He lost all the money easily and was 
left in dire need – he could not be prodigal anymore.
