Weekly Reflection: 3" Sunday of Easter - 2019

“Yes Lord, I love you.”

Addressing Peter, Jesus asked, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?”
What right does he have to respond positively when he had denied him three times.
Peter knew full well his failings. It must have taken him all the humility to say:
“Yes Lord, I love you.”

And I am sure we would also respond likewise. But the lord also wanted
Peter to understand the consequence of loving him - “Feed my lambs. . . . Tend
my sheep. . . Feed my sheep.” It’s as if he is telling Peter, “My friend, I believe
you, but it will demand more from you. Now you have to be my loving presence to
my people.”

And he’s telling us the exact same thing this day. It’s easy to convince our-
selves that we love God. It’s easy to say. It’s easy to say we believe. It’s relatively
easy to mean sincerely. But there’s one small problem — it’s not at all easy to live
out.
