Master, to whom shall we go? 
 
Confronted by the daring words of Our Lord in the gospel for the people to 
eat His flesh and drink His blood, many found it a little too much and decid-
ed to abandon Him. We might just find ourselves in a the same situation. 
During these challenging times of the Pandemic, when things do not seem to 
be bright, where exactly do we turn for help and assurance? Or are we just on 
the verge of giving up? 
 
For a disciple, the option is clear. It can not be but a choice always to follow 
Christ and be faithful to His words no matter what the situation we find our-
selves in. Like Peter, we can only but confess, “Master, to whom shall we 
go? You have the words of eternal life.” 
 
Indeed, discipleship is a choice. But more than the disciple making a choice, 
it is more about the choice of God for us. As it has been said, it is God who 
chose us to be with Him. But we are free to accept or to reject this offer of 
God. 
 
To accept to live with Christ, to eat His body and drink His blook, would 
mean to actively participate in His Mission of establishing the King of God in 
our midst. Are we ready to let go and let God take hold of our lives?
