“Will only a few be saved?”

Most of the time a sign of true wisdom is manifested not by giving the right an-
swer but in asking the right question!

Like in the Gospel this Sunday, somebody was asking Jesus: “Lord, is it true
that only a few people will be saved?” Jesus declined to answer directly for this
was not the right question. Instead He desired to redirect the question with the
parable of “the need to enter the narrow gate.” While salvation is being offered
to all, the narrowness of the gate is emphasized because it is a matter of a per-
sonal decision if one will choose to enter. Is Jesus and His Kingdom our first
and only choice?

As we go on in life we will need to pass through many gates. And finally at the
end, we will have to enter either a gate that leads to eternal damnation or a gate
that leads to heaven.

Thus, “Will only a few be saved?” is not the issue because God loves all of us
and wills us to be saved. The issue is “Are we taking his invitation seriously?”
