15th Sunday in Ordinary Time — Year C
“Who is my neighbor?”

The gospel this Sunday begins with a very candid question from a scribe —
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?”” A question which we probably have
also been meditating especially as we approach the twilight of our lives.

But have we forgotten that eternal life is a gift that the Lord would want to share
with us graciously. We do not have to earn it by the merits of our works. We can
only gratefully accept it as a grace from a God who desires that we spend our
eternity with Him.

And this ultimately led to the sharing with us of the Parable of the Good Samari-
tan in response to the follow up question of “Who is my neighbor?” In a sense
Jesus is telling the scribes as well as all of us - “This is not the right question *
rather the question to ask is “My neighbor is here before me, what am I doing
for my neighbor?”

Loving our neighbor is not all that difficult if only we could choose who our
neighbor will be — those that have helped us in the past, those who will be grate-
ful, those that will be able to return the favor. But as Chesterton has put it: we
can choose our fiend, and we can choose our enemies but it is God who choose
who will be our neighbor. That is where the challenge lies.

With the Good Samaritan as an example, Jesus tells us: Go and do likewise!
