“Be merciful to me, a sinner.” 

What comes to your mind when you hear the phrase “Call to holiness”? 

What does it entail? 

 

While we might be used to thinking that such a challenge will entail a life 

of sacrifice and commitment to follow the commandments of God, such 

is farthest from the mind of the Church. Primarily because Holiness is a 

gift that we receive and not something we achieve by our own effort. Ho-

liness is grace that comes from God, who is the source of all holiness 

and goodness. Thus, to be holy is to live in the ambiance of this gift and 

be consumed by the divine presence of God. And then as a conse-

quence, we are transformed to the being that God intended 

us to be. 

 

In the gospel today, both the Pharisee and the Publican dare to ap-

proach the presence of God symbolized by the temple. Unfortunately, 

the Pharisee was so full of himself that there was no space for God to 

enter his heart. On the other hand, the Publican can only stand at a dis-

tance aware of his unworthiness, his emptiness and humbly rely on 

God’s graciousness – “be merciful to me, a sinner.” And with such an ar-

dent plea, he captured the heart of God!
