“There was a rich man…” 

Confronted everyday by the suffering and misery of people around us, how have 
we responded? Did we choose to be compassionate or did we choose to be indif-
ferent. It will be good to be reminded as Einstein said: “The world will not be 
destroyed by those who do evil, but by those who watch them without doing an-
ything.” 

The Gospel this Sunday is a grim reminder of the reality of indifference. Wealth 
and riches are not evil per se. Just as the rich man in the parable is not evil be-
cause he is wealthy. But he was punished with eternal damnation due to his in-
difference. The poor man Lazarus was at his doorstep and choose to ignore him. 
The rich man choose not to be a neighbor to Lazarus. 

Such an attitude is exactly the opposite of what Our Lord Jesus lived during his 
lifetime. Jesus was constantly seen in the midst of all those who are suffering 
either because of bodily and spiritual illness or because they are being ostracized 
by society because of their status in life. He reached out to those in the fringes 
even if it meant that he will be ostracized himself. 

May the compassion and mercy of God touch our hearts and heal us 

from the sickness of indifference.
