“Be perfect, just as your heavenly Father is perfect." 
 
 “Be holy, for I, the Lord, your God, am holy.” As if this call is not un-
nerving enough that it needs to be followed by an equally daunting order  “Be 
perfect, just as your heavenly Father is perfect.”   But How can we?  
Is the Lord Jesus asking the impossible? But probably we are asking the wrong 
question.  Probably our question should not be "is it possible?" Rather, it 
should be "HOW is it possible?"   
 
 Well first of all, “to be perfect”, in Greek  “Teleos”  as intended by  
today’s gospel does not mean to be free from any flaws or defects.  Rather it is 
to be understood in the sense of “To be complete”.    Hence, we are not being 
asked to reach a certain level of perfection to please God but rather to allow 
God to finish or to complete the work that he has begun in us.  
   
 And the Gospel gives as an insight  into God’s perfection as experi-
enced by man.  Such perfection of God is manifested in the way God loves - 
that is unconditional.   Hence, for us, to be perfect means being in right  loving 
relationships with others.  It is kindness and mercy, forgiveness and heal-
ing.  God’s holiness is loving “those who love you” as well as loving “your 
enemies.” 
 
 Can we then be perfect?  Through the Grace of God  this is what we are 

empowered to be!
